Introduction 

Govt. Degree College Haripurdhar is committed to developing a well-rounded and employable 

student community by imparting essential skills alongside their academic education. The college 

believes in empowering its students with both traditional and modern skills, thereby preparing 

them to face future challenges and opportunities with confidence. 

To this end, the college successfully organized Skill Development Training Programs in 

Cultural Skills (Nati Nritya and Pahari Geet) and Buransh Utility Training Workshop  

during the academic year 2024-25. These initiatives were designed to promote all-round 

development and employability by blending traditional knowledge with technical expertise. 

Specialized Programs 

1. Nati Nritya & Pahari Geet Workshop (February 22–28, 2025) 

A week-long workshop on Nati Nritya and Pahari folk singing was organized by the Cultural 

Committee of the college under the guidance of a renowned local Pahari artist, Sh. Randeep. 

The workshop aimed to: 

• Preserve and promote rich Pahari culture and traditions. 

• Provide hands-on training in Nati dance and Pahari folk singing. 

• Develop discipline, confidence, and creativity amongst participating students. 

A total of 36 students from various classes enthusiastically participated in this workshop. The 

training followed a day-wise schedule, starting from the basics of Pahari culture and progressing 

to group formations, voice modulation, and synchronization. The workshop culminated in a final 

performance in the college hall, where all participants presented their skills in the presence of the 

principal, professors, and fellow students. 

2. Buransh Utility Training Workshop 

The Career Counselling and Placement Cell (CCPC) of Govt. Degree College Haripurdhar 

organized a Buransh Utility Training Workshop to promote traditional culinary skills and local 

entrepreneurship. Conducted in collaboration with Jai Bijai Mata Swayam Sahayata Samooh 

and Maa Bhangayani Social Work Community, the workshop aimed to train students in 

preparing various food items derived from the locally available Buransh (Rhododendron) 



flower. 

Under the guidance of an experienced trainer, participants learned to prepare Siddu, Buransh 

Jam, Juice, Chutney, and Pudding through engaging hands-on sessions. A total of 25 students 

actively took part in the workshop, along with members of the PTA, OSA, and the adopted 

school GSSS Korag. 

 

 

Impact of the Workshop 

The training not only helped students acquire practical culinary skills but also made them aware 

of the employment opportunities associated with processing and selling Buransh-based products. 

The workshop enhanced their confidence, creativity, and understanding of local cultural heritage. 

Participants expressed high satisfaction and requested more such skill-oriented activities in the 

future. 

The college remains committed to promoting skill development and local cultural preservation, 

encouraging students to blend tradition with livelihood opportunities for their personal and 

professional growth.
